Special Olympics

Office of Highway Safety Initiative

The police department participated in a state-wide Speeding & Occupant Protection
Enforcement Mobilization in conjunction with the Office of Highway Safety. Officers
worked a total of twelve hours and recorded twenty-two traffic arrests.

In-Service Training

OVPD hosted two Advanced Law Enforcement Rapid Response Training (ALERRT)
courses during the week of June22nd. The ALERRT curriculum, developed after the
tragedy at Columbine High School, has become the national standard in active shooter
response training. All OVPD officers have successfully completed ALERRT training.

June 26 - OVPD officers provided Rescue Task Force (RTF) training to firefighters and
EMS officials from the Millville and Bethany Beach Vol. Fire Companies and Sussex
County EMS. RTF incorporates fire and EMS into the initial response to an active
shooter or bombing event.

PFC. Justin Hopkins and K-9 Hardy graduated from the Delaware State Police Canine
Training Academy. The OVPD K-9 Team currently holds certifications from the
following certifying organizations: Delaware State Police, National Tactical Police Dog
Association and National Police Canine Association.

All OVPD officers completed firearms qualifications and training on the use-of-force
simulator during the month of June.
