
NOTICE OF 2nd PUBLIC HEARING 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Town of Plymouth will conduct a public hearing by the 
Town Council on Tuesday, May 5, 2020, at 6:00 p.m. via a virtual Zoom meeting (details/web 
address/telephone numbers/passcode will be posted at www.plymouthct.us prior to the meeting) 
to further discuss the Fiscal Year 2020 Community Development Block Grant program and to 
solicit citizen input. 

Maximum award limits: 

• 	 Up to $1,500,000 for Public Housing Modernization (including predevelopment and 
construction) and especially the Removal of Architectural Barriers for the 
Physically Challenged (handicapped) 

• 	 Other eligible activities could be for a Housing Rehabilitation Program, for 
Infrastructure (e.g., streets and sidewalks); for Public Services; for Homelessness 
and Shelter Diversion programs in participation with CAN); and for Public 
Facilities (e.g., construction, reconstruction, rehabi litation or installation of public 
facilities and improvements and fire protection equipment). 

Major activity categories are: Acquisition, Housing Rehabilitation, Public Housing Modernization, 
Community Facilities, Public Services, and Economic Development, and the Removal of 
Architectural Barriers for the Physically Chal lenged (handicapped). Projects funded with CDBG 
allocations must carry out at least one of tlu·ee National Objectives: benefit to low- and moderate­
income persons, elimination of slums and blight, or meeting urgent community development 
needs. 

The purpose of thi s second public hearing is to obtain citizen's views on the Town's community 
development and housing needs and review and discuss specific project activities in the areas of 
housing and the removal of Architectural barriers for the Physically Challenged (handicapped). 
which could be part of the Town's Application for funding for the year 2020. The proposed activity 
of the CDBG Application is for approximately $1,200,000 to $1,500,000 to remove Architectural 
Barriers for the Physically Challenged at the Housing Authority of the Town of Plymouth 
(Gesinski Park). 

In addition, the Town's current pre-2020 Small Cities grant(s) under housing rehabilitation and 
other activities wi ll be discussed to obtain citizen input on those funds. The public hearing will be 
to give citizens an opportunity to make their comments known on the program and for approval of 
the Program Income Reuse Plan. It is proposed as an option to include the existing Program 
Income Reuse Plan CDBG funds from past awards totaling over an estimated $1 12,000 w i 11 be 
reused and redirected into the Removal of Architectural Bani.ers Rehabilitation project at the 
Housing Authority of the Town of Plymouth (commonly called "Gosinski Park").

Te1Tyville, CT 06786 at multiple units of the apartment complex.

No new Units are being built; just 5 units are proposed to be renovated to remove Architectural 
barriers for the physically challenged (handicapped). Architectural Plans are available for review 
and comment at the Housing Authority's Community Room Monday - Friday from 2:00 pm to 
4:00 pm and on Saturdays from 1:00 pm to 3:00 pm, at 43 Ronald Rd., Gosinski Park Unit 31, 
Terryville, CT 06786. No more than 4 people at any time can review the Plans along with the 
Housing Authority's representative. Appropriate Coronavirus precautions will be observed. 

The Town of Plymouth promotes fair housing and makes all programs available to low-and 
moderate-income households regardless of race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, sex, gender 
identity or expression, marital status, age, lawful source of income, familial status, learning 
disability or physical/mental disability, or sexual orientation.
