CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 25, 2014 — 7:00 PM
CITY HALL COUNCIL CHAMBERS

ATTENDANCE: Mr. Allegretto, Mr. DeVlieger, Mr. Guinosso, Mr. Hartzell, Mr. Madden, Mr. McClellan,

and Mr. Wilson. Also present: Mayor Gillian, Mr. Dattilo, Business Administrator and Ms. McCrosson, City
Solicitor.

Council President Wilson called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm and asked everyone to rise for the flag salute.
He announced the meeting had been advertised in accordance with P.L. 1975, Chapter 231.

CITIZEN COMMENT

Katherine Thompson, 3714 Westminster Lane — requested careful consideration of Ordinance #13-34 and
spoke about the financial impact placed upon residents. She also asked why the City has begun to charge
permitting fees to raise homes damaged by Super Storm Sandy.

Michael Hyson, 637 Simpson Avenue — requested curb strip irrigation be pulled from Ordinance #14-34.

Joe Fertsch, 238 Crescent Road — thanked Ms. Dickson for her work on the bamboo ordinance and asked if
Comcast would be closing their local office.

Phebe Dickson, 230 Crescent Road - thanked the Shade Tree Committee & City Council for their work on the
bamboo ordinance.

Angelo Foresta, 1044, 1125 & 825 Asbury Avenue — spoke in opposition of Ordinance #14-30 stating it
minimizes the amount of retail stores on Asbury Avenue.

Bill Stumpfig, 330 Simpson Avenue — spoke in opposition of Ordinance #14-34; opposed to sod and curb
irrigation and suggested the use of native plants. He offered to work with the City to develop a plan that
encourages more reasonable water use since his background is in coastal geology.

Suzanne Hornick, 2962 West Avenue — questioned why the city wants to use artificial turf and spoke on the
reasons why artificial turf is not healthy, will cause damage to the environment and is not maintenance free.
Georgina Shanley, 2117 Bay Avenue - spoke about her concerns with no affordable housing and said the
building of the coastal cottages project was supposed to be built for people of middle class incomes:

Wood Robinson, 1052 Asbury Avenue — spoke in opposition of Ordinance #14-30 and said 25 business
owners in the downtown adamantly oppose contractor offices in the CB zone.

Lisa Palomeque, 3800 Waterview Boulevard — spoke in opposition of Ordinance #14-30 and said requiring a
lawn will hurt local middle class families.

Kerry Treasure, 15 Wesley Avenue — homeowner with a lush bamboo yard addressed her concerns related to
Ordinance #14-32 and suggested the ordinance be toned down to find a neighborly reasonable solution.

Steven Fenichel, 2117 Bay Avenue — appealed to council to review the Drone ordinance he sent to make the
city a spy free zone. He said if Drones are permitted it is a total invasion of our privacy.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Mr. Allegretto asked for a motion to adopt the City Council meeting minutes of Thursday, September 11, 2014
(Mr. Wilson was absent). Motion moved by Mr. Hartzell; seconded by Mr. McClellan. All ayes followed.

REPORTS - MAYOR & ADMINISTRATION

Mayor Gillian presented two proclamations Fire Prevention Week and Mental Illness Week from October 5™
through October 11th.

Mr. Dattilo responded to citizen concerns. He said Comcast applied to the Board of Public Utilities to close
their Ocean City office; he will review the artificial turf material that was provided and will make sure council
receives good backup on the issue before bringing any contract forward for council’s approval; and said the
Mayor requested Ms. McCrosson review Dr. Fenichel’s ordinance related to drones.

Mr. Donato presented a revenue update and reported a total revenue of $10,867,493 as of August 31, 2014 as
compared to August 31, 2013 total of $10,501,209; a difference of $366,247; up overall by 3.49%.

Mr. Hartzell questioned why construction permit fees for Sandy related fees are not being waived and asked if
parking tickets were up or down. Mr. Donato reminded Council they passed an ordinance waiving fees with a
selected reasonable timeframe; he said parking tickets were up slightly.

Mr. Guinosso requested a more detailed revenue report for the Music Pier box office and golf course with the
expense associated with each item.

REPORTS - CITY COUNCIL

Mr. DeVlieger invited the public to attend the unveiling of an educational drug awareness billboard sponsored
by the Drug Awareness Committee on September 29™ over the 34" Street Bridge. Mr. Guinosso reported the
Airport Festival was well attended.
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Mr. Wilson asked for a motion to adopt Ordinance #14-23 on second reading. Motion moved by Mr. Hartzell;
seconded by Mr. Madden. All ayes followed.

Mr. Wilson asked for a motion to take up Ordinance #14-24 on second reading and public hearing. Motion
moved by Mr. McClellan; seconded by Mr. Guinosso. All ayes followed. The clerk read the ordinance by title:
#14-24: An Ordinance Amending and Supplementing Chapter XXV, Zoning and Land Development of
the Revised General Ordinances of the City of Ocean City Zoning Map (Block 208). Ms. McCrosson
explained the ordinance changes the designation for Block 208, Lots 12-27.01 from R-1-50 to R-1-30 which
would more closely reflect the existing lot sizes of the block.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Leslie Hammer, 231 Wesley Avenue — spoke in opposition of reducing the lot sizes stating there was a need to
maintain a variety of lots.

Anthony Sambello, 210 Ocean Avenue — asked, as a 60° lot owner, would he now have two buildable lots.
Johnthan & Leslie Trego, 208 Wesley Avenue - spoke in opposition of the amendment.

Ms. McCrosson explained that Mr. Sambello’s lot that could be subdivided into two family single lots. She
explained there are 17 lots in a half block and only two conform to the R-1-50; so everyone else who wanted to
make a change would have to go for a variance; it was the administration effort to eliminate the need to go to
the zoning board for variances in situations that would make sense; 10 of the 17 lots are 30’ wide so this is not
creating more duplexes.

Mr. Allegretto said the ordinance is a way to better accommodate the homeowner and it does not change the
size of the house you can build.

Mr. DeVlieger stated he canvassed the affected half block and said only two houses comply with the current
zoning and that everyone else on the block would need a variance if they wanted to make any changes.

Mr. Guinosso, Mr. McClellan and Mr. Hartzell spoke in support of change.

Mr. Wilson asked for a motion to adopt Ordinance #14-24 on second reading. Motion moved by Mr. Hartzell;
seconded by Mr. DeVlieger. All ayes followed.

Mr. Wilson asked for a motion to take up Ordinance #14-25 on second reading and public hearing. Motion
moved by Mr. Hartzell; seconded by Mr. Allegretto. All ayes followed. The clerk read the ordinance by
title:#14-25: An Ordinance Amending and Supplementing Chapter XXV, Zoning and Land Development
of the Revised General Ordinances of the City of Ocean City West Avenue 90° Lots. Ms. McCrosson
explained the ordinance significantly reduces the necessity to obtain lot depth and lot area variances when the
subject parcels are proposed for subdivision.

PUBLIC COMMENT - There was no public comment on Ordinance #14-25

Mr. Hartzell said these zoning changes benefit the public by not having to make them apply for variances before
the Zoning Board. Mr. Allegretto agreed that this ultimately helps the homeowner.

Mr. Wilson asked for a motion to adopt Ordinance #14-25 on second reading. Motion moved by Mr. Hartzell;
seconded by Mr. McClellan. All ayes followed.

Ms. McCrosson requested Council table Ordinance #14-26: An Ordinance Amending and Supplementing
Chapter XXV, Zoning and Land Development of the Revised General Ordinances of the City of Ocean
City Zoning Flood Elevation since it was related to Ordinance #14-38 which Council tabled; a new ordinance
will be brought back which will provide better clarity in addressing Base Flood Elevation.

Mr. Wilson asked for a motion to table Ordinance #14-26. Motion moved by Mr. Allegretto; seconded by Mr.
Guinosso. All ayes followed, except Mr. DeVlieger stepped away from the table during the vote.

Mr. Wilson asked for a motion to take up Ordinance #14-29 on second reading and public hearing. Motion
moved by Mr. Hartzell; seconded by Mr. McClellan. All ayes followed, except Mr. DeVlieger has stepped
away from the table. The clerk read the ordinance by title: #14-29: An Ordinance Amending and
Supplementing Chapter XXV, Zoning and Land Development of the Revised General Ordinances of the
City of Ocean City Rear Yard Encroachments. Ms. McCrosson explained the Zoning office continues to
experience difficulties in dealing with structures in the rear yard of lagoon and bay front lots; this ordinance
requires a zoning permit and provides regulations for gazebos, pergolas, sun canopies and sheds.

PUBLIC COMMENT - There was no public comment on Ordinance #14-29

Mayor Gillian requested Council’s consideration to remove under Section #3 (v) In-ground Basketball Systems.
Ms. McCrosson explained in ground basketball systems are subject to certain regulations which includes
obtaining a zoning permit. Ms. McCrosson said deleting (v) is not a substantial change to the ordinance. Mr.
DeVlieger requested (v) be removed. Mr. Hartzell spoke in support of the change.
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Mr. Wilson asked for a motion to adopt Ordinance #14-32 on second reading as amended to change the time

period to submit a plan to 45 days and time to implement a plan to 120 days. Motion moved by Mr. Allegretto;
seconded by Mr. DeVlieger. All ayes followed.

Mr. Wilson asked for a motion to take up Ordinance #14-33 on second reading and public hearing. Motion
moved by Mr. Hartzell; seconded by Mr. McClellan. All ayes followed. The clerk read the ordinance by title:

#14-33: A Bond Ordinance Appropriating $1,435,000.00 and Authorizing the Issuance of $1,363,250 in
Bonds and Notes of the City of Ocean City for the Various Improvements or Purposes Authorized to be
Undertaken by the City of Ocean City, New Jersey. Mr. Donato outlined the improvements or purpose as
follows; $35,000 for construction, rehabilitation and repair of public buildings including but not limited to the

installation of a generator at the 46™ street firehouse; $1,250,000 for Carey Field turf and track and $150,000 for
acquisition of a fire truck.

PUBLIC COMMENT - Ordinance #14-33

Georgina Shanley, 2117 Bay Avenue — requested Council to review the possible dangers of turf and the
potential hazards.

John Feairheller, 435 Wesley Avenue - provided a sample of artificial turf and pointed out this project takes
about five months and requires a large staging area to lay the turf out which needs to sit on two feet of stone; he

addressed drainage issues and spoke about various other problems that may be associated with using this type
product.

Mr. Hartzell stated Mr. Feairheller is the engineer of record of three turf fields and an expert in this area and felt
council could ask him to return to provide a more in depth presentation. Mr. Guinosso agreed with Mr. Hartzell.
Mr. DeVlieger said he felt the funding should be in place while additional research is being done on this

product. Mr. Allegretto said the City is looking for the best field possible for the students, their activities along
with accommodating various other athletic events.

Mr. Wilson said council needs to be mindful that older turf can be problematic and agreed that additional
research needs to be done on this product but would approve the ordinance to have the funding in place.

Mr. Wilson asked for a motion to adopt Ordinance #14-33 on second reading. Motion moved by Mr.
DeVlieger; seconded by Mr. Madden. All ayes followed, except Mr. Guinosso, voted no.

Mr. Wilson asked for a motion to take up Ordinance #14-34 on second reading and public hearing. Motion
moved by Mr. Hartzell; seconded by Mr. McClellan. All ayes followed, except Mr. Guinosso, voted no. The
clerk read the ordinance by title: #14:34: An Ordinance Amending and Supplementing Chapter XVII
(Streets, Sidewalks and Sanitation) of the Revised General Ordinances of the City of Ocean City
(Introduced by Councilman Hartzell & Councilman Wilson). Ms. McCrosson explained the ordinance would
create a requirement for properties located in residential zones to provide a grass/sod curb strip with irrigation
in the area between the curb and sidewalk; an exception to the requirement would be based upon the city
engineer if he feels concrete would be a better surface based on pedestrian traffic in the area.

Mr. McClellan said after speaking with several people he feels the ordinance requires further review and
investigation and would like to obtain input from the Shade Tree Committee, the Environmental Commission
and the Garden Civic Association. Mr. McClellan requested the ordinance be tabled.

Mr. Hartzell requested the Administration provide a type of ground covering that would be allowed stating he
brought the ordinance forward to address flooding issues.

PUBLIC COMMENT - There was no comment on Ordinance #14-34

Mr. Wilson asked for a motion to table Ordinance #14-34. Motion moved by Mr. McClellan; seconded by Mr.
Hartzell. A unanimous No vote followed to table Ordinance #14-34.
